The Persian Wars

· Causes- Persians wanted to expand empire, Battle of Marathon, although Athenians outnumbered, they win
· Then Athens gets Sparta as ally when Xerxes is King and fight Leonidas and Spartans (300). Sparta wins

· Athens is burned down but it was okay because they had retreated to safety

· Athens feels protected by Gods
· Battles and their significance (Marathon , Thermopylae -300) 
· Impact on Athens/Sparta – gods saved us
· Results – Athens emerged as powerful city-state and organized Delian League to guard against Persia
The Peloponnesian War

· Causes- Athens becoming too powerful , Sparta wants to take charge- Delian League v. Peloponnesian League
· Results and impact of war on Sparta, Athens, and all of Greece
· Plague that killed population of Athens – Sparta wins and even allied with long time enemy Persia… Led to chaos and fighting among all states.. Macedonia looks to conquer
Post Peloponnesian War

· Socrates- taught by questioning
· Plato- The republic (ideal state- divided into class) workers, soldiers and philosophers to rule
· Aristotle-set up school called Lyceum  to study all branches of knowledge , tutored Alexander the Great
