THE MIDDLE COLONIES:  “Come one, come all!”
By 1700, England had four colonies in the region south of New England.  These colonies became known as the Middle Colonies because they were located between the New England and Southern colonies. 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Dutch Influence in New York

Like the English, the Dutch hoped to profit from their discoveries in the Americas.  In 1626, Peter Minuit led a group of Dutch settlers to the mouth of the Hudson River.  There, he bought Manhattan Island from local Indians.

The Dutch colony was known as New Netherland.  About 

50 years later, Peter Stuyvesant (the governor of New Netherland) gave up power of the colony to the English.  

From that point forward, the colony was called “New York.”
